In order for you to access the Youth Opportunity Fund, it is important that you read and understand the Grant Criteria below.  These criteria set out what your application must have in order to be considered for funding.  If you are unsure about any of the criteria please contact the Senior Youth Worker.

Criteria:

Applications to the Youth opportunity Fund must be for groups/young people from Hampshire for projects involving young people aged 13-19.

Applications must be completed by young people.

Applications must have a sponsor organisation, which must be a constituted group with its own bank account, (this maybe an organisation such as a school or youth club, but could be a young people’s group).

All sections of the application form must be completed.

Applications from projects that involve or benefit groups of vulnerable young people will be given additional weighting in the decision making process.

Applicants must show hoe they offer equality of opportunities.

Applications should be submitted by the 30th day of each month.

Following successful funding, projects must provide feedback to the Youth Funds Management Board on the success of their project.
